Louisiana - Not in session, penalty is being waived for “Late Enrollees” to Medicare Part “D” as a result of Hurricane Katrina. Baton Rouge AHU is hosting an Insurance Commissioner panel discussion in August, prior to the Commissioner election. Missouri - Not in regular session. Bills passed in last session become law on 7/13/06. Veto Session convenes on 9/14/06. Next regular session convenes 1/4/07. AHP bill (HB1827) passed. Lowers # of eligible AHP participants to 50 lives. Requirements include 1) Multiple groups counted as one 2) Same plan(s) for all 3) Guarantee Issue 4) All federal & state laws apply with exception to rate cap. Oklahoma - Not in session, special session to finalize budget expected. Elections gearing-up. Texas - Not in session, special session over.
